Fifth Grade level


Social Studies

Estimated time – 1 hour per day over a two week period
Fifth Grade will study U.S. Explorers and Settlers as part of the PA Content Standards for     Social Studies.  Fifth Grade Social Studies teacher in collaboration with the SLMS to present a collaborative presentation
Collaboration

A fifth grade teacher and I decided to collaborate on this lesson to provide our students the best possible delivery to our students.  Taking her strengths in Social Studies and mine in Information Literacy provides a strong foundation for our students.  The teacher was unfamiliar with a research model.  I introduced her to the Big 6 model and she was very interested in implementing it with her students.

 Objectives 
Students will identify an explorer or settler assigned

Students will demonstrate skills in location of print information

Students will access online databases to identify facts based on their topic.

Students will create note cards identifying information regarding explorer and sources used

Students will demonstrate understanding by creating a portrait depicting their explorer/settlers.

Materials/Resources

Introduction/Motivation

Provide students with background information concerning the settling of America.  How the people who discovered and settled in our country helped shape and form our traditions of today.  Students will be directed to remember Christopher Columbus and how he came to discover America.  
Procedures 
Students will be assigned a famous explorer to research.  Students will utilize print and online resources to complete their research.  When students have identified and noted important factual,  information concerning their assigned explorer/settler they will create a portrait that identifies their appearance and write a brief biographical sketch.  Big 6 tasks are in bold face print.

1. Background information will be shared with students about the roles that explorers have played in our history.   – Fifth Grade Teacher
2. Directions for the assignment will be described and handed out on a worksheet. – Fifth Grade Teacher     (Task definition)
3. Review of OPAC system will be completed in the library – Librarian (Information Seeking Strategies)

4. Information will be presented on how to utilize the Power Library database service – Librarian (Information Seeking Strategies)
5. Students will be directed to utilize the Biography Reference Bank – Librarian (locate and access)

6. Students will gather specific information on their explorer utilizing the information collection sheet, using print and online resources– See attachment- (Use of information)
7. Upon completion of the information collection sheet students will begin writing their short biographical sketch.  – Fifth Grade Teacher – (Synthesis)
8. Students will create poster size portraits omitting the face. (Synthesis) 

9. Students will share their creation and biographical sketch with their face in the poster (Synthesis)

10. Students will use a rubric to determine how well they completed the project (Evaluation)

The use of the overhead projector will be utilized for the review of the OPAC and the introduction of the database Biography Reference Bank in the computer lab.  Scheduled time In the library to allow for students use of the OPAC and research print materials.  (Approx. 2 hours -2 one hour periods)

4) Limited portions of the project….written or portrait
