to students who wish to defray the costs of conservation workshops, ornithology conferences, 
Audubon Leadership Camps, or similar experiences.   

 
Students are 
encouraged to apply for the award themselves, or they may be nominated by someone they 

know. Prior recipients are eligible to apply again in subsequent years. The scholarship is to be 
used for qualified educational expenses.
